Five Domains

Objectives

Hypothesis Based on Information

Procedures

Measurement

Evaluation

The objectives domain establishes what is to be accomplished or what changes are desired in student behavior: be prepared to provide some meaningful goals for the content of your course.

Objectives may be IMMEDIATE or ULTIMATE

Ultimate objectives are behaviors ordinarily not observable in the classroom. Example: “The students will participate in carry-over physical performance activities throughout their lives”

Immediate or short-range objectives are usually measurable under classroom conditions.

It is very important that objectives are applicable to your class. Objectives should be designed so that the majority of the students can achieve them. Measurement and evaluation can help, i.e., conducting a pre measurement of student performance levels and then establishing realistic objectives based on student ability.

Hypothesis Based on Information

This information can come from professional activities, research articles (literature review), and systematic observation of student behavior.
