PERVASIVE NATURE OF SPORT

The relationship of sport to other societal institutions. On p. 259: review the various non-participant sport involvement professions.
Mass Media: sport is related to print media, audio-visual media, and electronic media. What are some examples? 

Education: sport is related to schools and colleges in several ways. Physical education curriculum includes sport, interscholastic and intercollegiate athletic programs, as well as intramural programs. What are the values of these different levels?

Politics: sport uses politics and politics uses sport. Sport franchises are able to convince municipalities to provide tax funds to support professional sport. Politics uses sport in the sense of protest: international sport; politicians use sport activities to promote their campaigns.

Economics: sport is big business. College and pro teams provide entertainment. Sporting goods industry provide equipment.

Arts: a number of sport themes are used in cinema, novels, plays, and other artistic expressions.

Religion: religious institutions use sport as a means to promote their institutions. For example, catholic high school and college athletic programs  as well as other denominations—BYU, Oral Roberts, and Liberty Univ. In addition, there are passages in the scriptures dealing with athletic prowess, e.g., Timothy (fight the good fight, run the good race).
