Title IX
Enacted in 1972 during the Nixon presidency, Title IX has become a very contentious issue. Although Title IX dealt with all aspects of education, it is in the arena of athletics that Title IX has been legally and philosophically debated. To commemorate the 30th anniversary of Title IX the news program 60 minutes provided a 30 minute segment. Many of the issues surrounding Title IX were offered during this segment of 60 minutes (see transcript http://www.cbsnews.com/stories/2003/06/27/60minutes/main560723.shtml).
